Sit in semi-circle

	Hello Song

Pass the teddy to the child while saying the name

Sing hello song

Ask “who” the child is going to choose next
	· Teddy

	· Words of song
· Names of children and teachers

	Sorting Activity
Children choose a cube/ dot from the bag  to put in same-coloured bowl/ circle

Teacher models colours

Children name colour and put in right place
	· Unifix cubes (or laminated dots below) in target language colours – a few of each in a bag
· A bowl or mat in each colour
	· Is it ___ or _____?
· What colour is it?

· It’s ______.

· Black, purple, blue, green, yellow, orange, red, pink, white

	Game

Children in turn hide a cube behind back or cover with a cloth, other children guess what colour it is (max. three guesses?)


	· Cubes or dots as above

· Cloth


	· What colour is it?

· Is it ______?

· Yes, it is.

· No, it isn’t

· Black, purple, blue, green, yellow, orange, red, pink, white

	Story Time *

Tell story, encourage children to tell you the colours of the snowman, scarf etc.
	· “Elmer’s Colours” by David McKee or 
· “Brown Bear Brown Bear”  or “Very Hungry Caterpillar” both by Eric Carle


	· What colour is it?



	Goodbye Song

Now it’s time to say goodbye (tune of Mulberry Bush). Distribute one cube for each colour among children.  Say goodbye to each cube / dot – child pops it in the bag when they hear their colour
	· Bag

· One cube for each colour
	· Goodbye object
